


work on the medieval church in Ottery, where, as Cherry and Pevsner tell us,
Butterfield was employed by the new Diocesan Architectural Association to carry
out a 'general restoration' of the church, completed in 1850 (at the expense of the
Coleridge family, like the work at Alfington). Morris's 1867 letter was written a
decade before the founding of the Society for the Protection of Ancient Buildings!
